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Introduction

Each fdl the Cooperative Ingtitutional Research Program (CIRP) survey (aso called the Student
Information Form or SIF) is administered nationwide to incoming college freshmen. The survey is
designed to obtain awide range of demographic dataaswell asinformation on studentsChigh school
background, career plans, educationa aspirations, financial concerns, and attitudes on socid issues.
While many guestionnaire items remain constant over time, the survey isrevised annualy to reflect
the needs of the academic and educational research communities.

Resultsfor participating colleges are analyzed and reported by the Higher Education Research
Ingtitute (HERI) at UCLA. Individual college reports compare the responses of each college®
freshmen to nationally normed responses from freshmen at smilar ingtitutions. 1n 2006, freshman
norms were based on the weighted responses of 271,441 students at 393 of the nation@® baccal aureste
colleges and universities. The data have been statistically adjusted to reflect the 1.3 million first-time
full-time freshmen who entered baccal aureate colleges and universities this academic year.

Adephi University has participated in the CIRP survey since 1966. The following report presentsa
summary of responses from the last fifteen years (1991 to 2006) by Adelphi first-time full-time
freshmen (excluding University College students). Adel phi response rate for the summarized years
has remained consistent at approximately three-quarters of the entering full-time freshmen. Adelphi®@
2006 results are compared with results from private ingtitutions nationally. The normed results are
based on institutions with acceptabl e response rates, resulting in the inclusion of 41 private
universities and a subset of 12 medium-selectivity private universities' that participated in the 2006
survey (The American Freshman, p. 138°). HERI categorizes Adelphi University as amedium-
selectivity ingtitution.

Following the introduction, this report is orgardaato four sections.First, an executive
summary with highlights and iptications for AelphiOs strategic goalsepresented Seconda
detailedreportis included.Third, selected highlights are preseshin chart form. Finally, all
findings are presented in the form of data tables.

Executive Summary

Highlights

The proportion of Higpanic freshmen at Adelphi University increased notably through the years,
reaching its highest point in 2004 (14%) and remaining relatively stable since then. Consistent with
previous years, about 72 percent of freshman respondents were women; the vast mgjority was 18

yearsold or younger, and amost haf identified themselves as Catholic. Closeto 60 percent of
freshman parents had at |east some college experience, and 20 percent of mothers and 19 percent of
fathers attained graduate degrees. Most Adelphi entrants (41%) reported their parental household
income in the middle ranges ($50,000 to $99,000). Compared with their nationd private university
peers, Adelphi freshmen were more likely to came from racially diverse neighborhoods and high
schools, were more likely to be female, were lesslikely to have college-educated parents (especialy
graduate education), and were less likely to come from househol ds with high incomes (32% of
Adelphi freshmen reported household incomes of over $100,000, compared to 42% of freshmen at
medium selectivity private universities and 54% of freshmen at al private univergties). Inaddition, a
larger proportion of Adelphi freshmen lived 10 or fewer milesfrom the University, and amuch
smaller proportion lived on campus compared with their national counterparts.

Thepercentagef Adelphi entrantsvho repoted beingOAJincluding OA-O) students in high
schoolhasconsistentlyincreasd, reaching its highest proportiomFall 2006(46%),andalmost
two-thirds rated their academic ability in the top 10 percentof their high schoolclass. Conpared
to their peers, however, these proportions wergivelg low. Fifty-two percent of freshien at
medium-selectivityinstitutionsand73 percenof freshmen at al private universities reported
being OAO students in high school; 78 perceheofiedium-selectivity groupand87 perceniof
all private university freshen rated their abilitein thetop 10 percentof their high schoolclass.
In other self-rankings, Adel phiOgreshmen ratings fluctuatedsormewhatthroughthe yearsof the
CIRP survey, and they were comparatively less confident than their peers (especially dl private
university peers) in the areas of mathematical, academic, and writing abilities, public speaking
ability, andintellectualandsocial self-confidence.

Conparedto Fall 2005surveyresults therewasa slightincreasan the proportionof freshnen
indicatingthat Adelphiwastheir college of first choice (65% in 2005,68%in 2006)andof those
who applied only to Adelphi (4% 2005,5%in 2006). Therewasalso alarge increase in the
proportion choosing Adelphi because of its acadesputation (47% in 2005 versus 56% in
2006) and in the nuber of students anticipating thiwey would be satisfied with college (45%
conpared to 41% in 2005). Also, for thiest time since1993,Adelphifreshnmenreported
choosing Adelphi because of its academic reputation (56%) wver financial assistancdfered
(48%). However, while the proportion of Adelghéshmen attending the college of their first
choice approached that of their national peers, the proportion choosing their college because of
its academic reputation was considerably lower (56%at Adelphi, 71%at medium-selectivity
universitiesand79%at all private universities). Furthermore, the proportion of Adelphi
freshnmenexpectingo be satisfiedwith college(45%)wasconsiderablyower than at medium-
selectivity (58%) or al private universities (66%).

A largeproportion(72%) of Adelphifreshrmen expressed financial concerns. Financial
assistancavas oneof the mostfrequentlycited reasongor choosingAdelphi (48%), and 44
percent of Adelphi freshmen indicated that they would probablygetajob to helppayfor college
expenses. @npared with their national peerspesialy all private university freshmen, alarger
proportion of Adelphi freshenreportedthattheychosetheir school because of financial
assistanceyorkedfor paywhile in high schoo] and thought they would have to work while
attending college. A oth snaller proportion ofAdel phi freshmen expected to pay their first
yearexpense$srom family resources.



The proportion of Adelphi freshmen indicating that they had performed community service as part of
aclass and had been involved in volunteer activitieswhilein their last year of high school increased
over the past decade. Furthermore, the proportion of Adelphi respondentsindicating interest in
student clubs/groups in 2006 (46%) is the highest since 2000 when this item was first introduced.
However, they were lesslikely to indicate an interest in student clubs/groups and participating in
volunteer or community service activities in college as compared to other private university entrants.
Additionally, the proportion of Adelphi respondents who engaged in drinking beer and/or wine or
liquor gradually declined throughout the years, reaching its lowest point in 2006. Finally, Adelphi
studentsCpolitical views are somewhat more progressive than that of their national counterparts.

Strategic Planning Goals

CIRP outcomes may be useful for gauging Adelphi University( successin reaching its strategic
planning goals. Goasrdated to CIRP findings are listed below. Eachisbriefly addressed usng
relevant survey results.

Strategic Goal: Build Global and Participatory Citizenship

I Adédphi® entering freshmen came to the ingtitution with an increased willingness to (help others
in difficultyGand Qparticipate in community action.O They were also more likely than prior
cohorts to have performed volunteer work and indicate the desire to perform community service
during college. Approximately half of these freshmen considered Gmproving my understanding
of other countries and culturesOto be an essentia or very important personal objective.

Strategic Goal: Improve Retention and Graduation Rates

I The CIRP 2006 resultsindicate an increased likelihood of successinimproving retention and
graduation rates at Adelphi. Entering freshmen were more likely than prior cohortsto indicate
that Adelphi University wastheir college of first choice, and alarger proportion predicted that
they would be satisfied with their college.

Strategic Goal: Enhance Students’ Overall Experience

I Addphi® ongoing attempts to get more students involved on campus have paid off, according to
CIRP 2006 findings. An increasing proportion of freshmen were expected to participatein
extracurricular activities and to communicate regularly with their professorsin college.

Strategic Goal: Increase Levels of Student Preparation

I The CIRP 2006 findings, including studentsChigher average gradesin high school and more
ambitious educationa goals, bode well for this strategic god.

Strategic Goal: Improve Adelphi’s Reputation

I Successin improving Adelphi reputation can be seen in the 2006 CIRP results. Most
importantly, the proportion of freshmen choosing Adel phi because of its academic and socia
reputation hasincreased over the past decade, reaching its highest level in 2006. Moreover, an
increasing proportion of freshmen reported choosing Adelphi because of advice from teachers,
guidance counselors, and rankings in national magazines.




Detailed Report

Demographic and Socioeconomic Characteristics

Gender: Just over half of the Fall 2006 responddras nationalprivateinstitutionswere
female (58% for medium-selectivity universities and 55% for all private universities)
conpared with 72 percent at Adelphi.

Age: The proportion of students who were 18 ounyger when they matriculated at Adelphi
increased over the past decade. More Adelphi freshmen were 18 years of age or younger

than respondents from medium-sel ectivity universities and all private universities (91%,

75%, and 74% respectively), but ashall respondentatall institutionswere19 or younger.

Race: While Adelphi has more White respondents than the comparison institutions (73%,
62%,and70%respectively)the proportionof Hispanic-Anericanrespondentat Adelphi
was higher than at both medium-selectivity universities and all private universities (13%,
11%,and10%respectively).In contrastthe proportionof Asian/Pacific Islander
respondentat Adelphi (7%) wasnotablylowerthan at all privateniversities (16%) and
medium-selectivity universities (12%). The proportion of African-Aemcan respondents at
Adelphi (14%) was higher thaatall privateuniversities10%) but lower thanmedium-
selectivity universities (21%).

Foreign Status: The proportion of non-U.S. citizens/delphiwasonly slightly lower than
at medium-selectivity and all private universities (3%, 4%, and6% respectively).The
proportionof non-nativeEnglishspeakerst Adelphi was also only slightly lower than in
both conmparisongroups(9%, 10%,and11%respectively).

Religious Affiliation: Similar to previousyears,abouthalf of Adelphi respondents were
Roman Catholic. In both comparisongroupsthe proportionof Catholicswasnotablylower.
Medium-selectivity universities hadmoreBaptistsandMethodists and fewer Jewish
incoming freshnen than Adelphi. In additioml universitieshadnotally morerespondents
indicating no religious preferee(21%yvs. 14%at Adelphiand 16% at medium selectivity
universities.

Distance from Home: Compared to their peers, Adelphi freshmen were much more likely to
live closeto theuniversity. Three-quarters of all new freshmen at Adelphi resided within a
50 mile radiusof the University,comparedo 40 percent at medium-selectivity and 23
percent at al private universities.

Residential Status: Close to half of Adelphi freshem hae lived in University dormtories
since 2001. In 2006, 49 percent of Adelphifireenlived on canpus,aconsiderablyower
proportion than their national counterparts (8d€tnedium-selectivityuniversitiesand92%
at all private universities).



Parental Income: Although Adelphi freshran who estirated their parentsO inoeat
$100,000-$149,000 per year increaghese estimates were dightly higherthanat medium
selectivity universities and somewhat lower than thoseat all privateuniversities. Also, Sixty-
eightpercentof Adelphifreshnenestimatedtheir parental incometo be less than $100,000,
compared with 58 percent at medium-selectivity universities and 46 percent at all private
universities.

Family Status: Conmpared to nedium-selectivity universitiesa slightly higherproportionof
freshmen at Adelphi reported that their parents were living with each other and not divorced,
separated, or widowed (73% at Adelphi and 7@%hedium-selectivity univergties). In
contrastalower proportionof freshrmenat Adelphi reportedtheir parentsasliving with each
other, compared with their peers at all private univerdies (78%).

Numbers of Dependents in the Household: The largest percentage of frestmreported four
dependenti thehouseholdincludingtherespondent and theparents)althoughthe
proportionat Adelphiis lower compared to medium-selectivity and all private universities
(26%,30%,and33%respectively).

Racial Composition of Neighborhood Where You Grew Up: Although asimilar proportion

of freshmen at Adelphi and medium-selectivity universities (61% and 64%, respectively)
reported that they grew up in neighborhoodscwivere all or mostly White, the proportion
wasconsiderablhyhigheratall privateuniversties (73%). A slightly higherproportionof
Adelphi freshmen reported growing up in roughly half non-White neighborhoods (19%,
15%, and 13% respectively). A comparable petage of freshen at Adelphi and ediunm-
selectivity universities grew up in an all mostly non-White neighborhood (20% and 21%);
in contrastalower percentagef freshnen at all-private uwersities reported this about their
neighborhood (14%).

Parents’ Educational Background: Justunderthree-fifthsof freshmen at Adelphi stated that
both parentshadat leastsone collegeeducaibn, with 20 percentof mothers and 19 percent

of fathersholdinggraduatedegrees.Freshnenat medium-selectivityinstitutionsreported
higher figures, with close to tae-quarters of their parentsvinag had at |east some college
educationand21 percentof mothersand25 percent of fathers holding graduate degrees.
Private universities exceedbdth these proportions, with maiean 80 percent of parents
havingatleastsormne collegeexperienceand29 percent of mothers and 40 percent of fathers
holding graduate degrees.

Parents’ Employment Background: ThefatherOsccupatiorof incoming Adelphifreshnen
remeined relatively constant thughaut the pastiecade, with pluralities in the therOand
business professions (41% &&Pb, respectively).Freshnenat medium-selectivity colleges
andall privateuniversitiesreportedmoredoctas and lawyers, and slightly fewer skilled
workers and therOprofessions. The mother@ occupation of Adelphi freshem has banged
somewhat in recent years, with fewer homemakers being reported. In addition, more mothers
of freshmen in the comparison groups were in a business field or were full-terhonemakers,
and fewer were nurses or had OotherO occupations.



High School Background

High School: Almost all Adelphi respondents graduaiedhe sare year they entered this
ingtitution as first-time full-time freshmen; these data were comparable to the results shown
for the national groups.

Racial composition: Although the largest percentagefi@shmen reported attending high
schools comprised of dl or mostly White students (which corresponded with fregmm

reports of the racial coposition of theneighborhoodvheretheygrewup), the proportionat
Adelphiis lower comparedto medium-selectivityand all private universities (52%, 59%, and
66% respectively) A considerably higher proportion éidelphi freshnen reported attending
high schoolswhich includedroughly half non-White students (32%, 23%, and 21%

respectively).

High School Grades: Adelphi entrants reported earning@padesat consistenthyhigher
rates than over the past decade, reaching their highest proportion (46%) in 2006. Thisfigure
was,however Jower thanthatof freshrmenat medium-selectivityuniversitieg(52%),and
lagged substantially behind pesdents reporting OAQO graadeall private universities
(73%).

College Credits: Theproportionof Adelphientrantsvho received college credits from
Adelphi during high schal declined consistely over the past decade. Still, this proportion
wasconsiderablyhigherthanfor peerswho reported receiving college credits from the
institutions in which they later enrolled (7% at Adelphiin 2006versus 3% at the national
comparison institutions).

Recommended Years of High School Study: Compared to all private and medium-selectivity
universityrespondentsa notablysmaller proportionof Adelphifreshnmenhadprior
courseworkn biologicalsciences (50%, 46%, and 40% respedtyy and computer sciences
(55%,60% and50% respectively). Additionally, while slightly more than sixty-percent of
Adelphi (62%) and medium-selectivity respondents (63%) took physiksciencan high
school,70 percentof all privateuniversityrespondents did so. On the other hand, more
entrants into Adelphi met or exceeded art and/or musicrequirenentsthanatall privateand
medium-sel ectivity universities (90%, 83%, and 85% respectively).

Ill. College Choice

First Choice: Over the past decade, the proportdidelphi entrants indicating that
Adelphiwastheirfirst choicereached8 percert in 2006, although it fluctuatedetiveen 65-
67 percent snce 2001. The 2006 figures at peer institutions were comparable, at 66 percent
for medium-selectivity universities and 67 percent for all private universities.

Accepted by the First Choice College: For the first time this year, students who did not attend
their top choice college were asked if they were acceptedhere. Almosttwo-third of the
Adelphi respondents (favhomAdelphi was not thir first choice) had been accepted at their
first choice college. The 2006 figures at peer institutions were notably lower, a 51 percent

for medium-selectivityuniversitiesand38 percent for all private universities.



Number of College Choices: Over ting, trends indicate thatdelphientrantsareapplyingto
moreschools.In 2006,approxinately 5 percent of Adelphi freshmen applied only to

Adelphi, while 31 percent applied to six oomacolleges. A higher proportion of entrants at
the peerinstitutionsappliedonly to their college (7% at medium-selectivityuniversitiesand
11% at all pivate universities). A sizeabfgoportion of freshren in the two comarson
groups also applied to six or more schools in addition to the college at which they eventually
matriculated (30% at medium-selectivity universities and 40% at all private universities).

Reasons for Choosing to Attend College: Adelphi freshmen noted their most important
reason for attending college was to get trairfiorga specific career (76%), whereas this
factorwasrankedfourth for medium-selectity universitiesandsixth at all private
universities(72%and60%, respectively).Adelphi respondentsé&condmostimportant
factor, Olearning ane about things that interaseQ(73%),wasactuallythefirst choiceat
both medium-selectivity universities andll private universities (79% and 83%,
respectively). Thethird mostimportantrea®nin choosingo attendcollegefor Adelphi
respondentgvasto prepareor graduate/profesionalschool;this factorrankedsixth for
medium-selectivity universities and fourth at all privateuniversitieg(69%,66%,and66%
respectively). Gaining general education wesourth most important reason for Adelphi
freshmen (67%), while it ranked fifth for adium-selectivity universities (69%) and second
for al private university freshmen (73%). Earning more money ranked fifth at Adelphi
(65%), fourth at medium-selectivity institutions (72%), and fifth at al private universities
(64%).

Reasons for Choosing to Attend Their College: The proportion of Adelphi respondents
indicating they chose Adelphi because of its academic reputation increased by amost 10

percent compared to last year® CIRP survey (47%versus56%), reachingthe highestpoint of
the past decade. provenent was also eviderin the selection of Ogood social reputationO
by 35 percent of AdelphiOs 2006 entering freshithe highest share ever. In addition,
Qankings in national magazineOat 12 percents the highestrating since 1995 (first year this
itemwasincluded),andOadvicef high schoolguidancecounselor@t 18 percents the
highestratingin the pastl5 years.Finally, for the first time snce 1993, the importance of
financialaid offereddecinedbelow50 percent.

Thetwo top reasonsited by AdelphiO2006incoming freshman class for choosing this
ingtitution were: (1) that Adelphi has a good academic reputation and(2) thatAdelphi offered
financialaid (56%and48%,respectively). This is the first tiemsince 1993 that choosing
Adelphi because of its academeputatiorrankedhigherthanfinancial aid. Academic
reputationwas alsothetop reasorgivenby freshmen at medium-selectivity and all private
universitiesalthoughat a consderably higher rate (71%nd 79%, respectively).That
graduategetgoodjobs,which wasthe fourth most important reason at Adelphi(41%),was
the second most important reason at medium-selectivity andall privateuniversities66%and
65%, respectively). Financial assistance waghird nost important factor for edium-
selectivity entrants (46%), but was not in the top five choicesfor privateuniversityfreshnen
(38%). Finally, a cappus visit was significarfor all CIRP participants Dthe third most
important reason for Adelphi entrants (43&fadfourth for mediumselectivityandall
private university freshem (42% and 46%, respectively).

Future Aspirations

Highest Degree Planned: Half of Adelphi entrants concumléhatthe highestdegreehey
plannedon achievingwasa masterOdegreewhich has increased over thears. This figure
was higher than for newcomers at medium-selectivity universities and al private universities
across the nation (41% and 40%, respectively). All privateuniversityrespondentsieremore
likely, however to aspireto earningdoctoralor professional degreesthanfreshmenat
Adelphiandmedium-seledivity universities.

Highest Degree at Initial College: Snce 2000, more than 40 percent of entrants have
reportedplansto pursuea graduatedegreeat Adelphi. Considerably fegr respondents from
medium-selectivity universities or dl private universities planned on pursuing their graduate
degrees at their baccalaureate institutions (25% and 20%, respectively).

Choice of Major: Themostprobablemajors for incoming freshrren at Adelphi were the
professionamajors of nursing,educationand artsandhumanities(20%, 18%,and17%
respectively).A considerabljjower propotion of freshmen a medium-selectivity
universitiesandall privateuniversitiesexpressed interest in education (4% and 3%,
respectively), while more expressed interest in business (22% and 18%respectively,
compared to Adelphi® 12%).

Career Plans: OverthepastdecadeAde phi freshmen indicated declining interest in a
careerasanartistandincreasingnterestin nursing. The nost probable careers for 2006
Adelphi freshmen were the health professions (the combined fields accounted for 32%),
followed by elementaryandsecondareducatian (19%),busines§10%),andart (9%).

A large proportion of respondents were undecoieduture careers (12% Adelphi, 12%at
medium-selectivity universities, and15%atall privateuniversities). At medium-selectivity
universitiesthe mostpopularcareersverein health professions (2b), busines$19%),and
the arts (10%). At private universities, the mostprobablecareersvereagainin health
profession§20%)andbusinesg17%),followedby engineering9%). Both conparison
groupsshowedconsiderablyessinterestin careers in elerantary and secondary education
(5% in medium-selectivity universities, 3% in all private universitieshhan freshmen at
Adelphi. Interestin specifichealthprofessionslsoskewediowardsnursingat Adelphiand
M.D. /D.D.S. at alprivate universities.

Personal Objectives: Adelphi freshnen rated being very Weoff financially (77%),raisinga
family (76%),andhelpingothersin difficulty (68%) as their most important personal
objectives in2006. Over half of the 2006 A&tphirespondentalsoratedtwo additioral
professional objectives as veryportant B ofaining recognition frontolleagues (57%) and
becoming an authority in their field (53%).

Thetop threepersonabbjectivesat peeringtitutions natched those at Adelphi B being very
well off financially (79% at radium-seledcivity universities and 71% at all private
universities), raising a faitg (77% at nedium-selectivity universities and 75% at all private
universities), and helping otharsdifficulty (72%at medium-selectivity universities and



71% at all private universities). Again slanly to Adelphi, the majority of freshmen at the
conmparison institutions rated two professibohbjectives as very important: obtaining
recognition from colleagues (61% at medium-selectivity institutionsand 59%atall private
universities) and becadmg an autority in oneOswn field (65%at both corparison groups).

Future Behaviors: Throughout the years of CIRP sunagministration, Adelphi entrants
held generally smilar perspectivesin responséo alist of anticipated behaviors. In fall 20086,
most Adelphi freshmen anticipated attaining at least a BOaverage(64%)andsocializing

with someone of another ethnic group(56%, althoughtherewasa drop from the prior year3
62%). \While a relatively large proportion tthe 2006 respondents eséited that they would
get ajob to pay college expenses(44%),their proportion(52 percent in 2004 and 49 percent
in 2005),droppedo its lowestlevel since2000(41%). Encouragingly, the proportion of
students estimating they will likely be satisfied with college increased to 45 percent after
droppingto 41 percentin 2005(the highestratingswere47% in 2003 and 46% in 2004).
Moreover,conparedto previousyearsthelargest proportiomf entering freshmen reported
thattheywould participatein studentclubs/goups(46%),communicateegularly with their
professorg35%), participatein volunteer/conmunity service(26%),or studyabroad(25%).

A considerably larger proportion of fresematpeer institutions than at Adelphi estted
they would likely change their &ors or caeer choices (15% at Adelphi, 23% at medium-
selectivity universities, and 32% at dl private universities). A higherproportion of peers also
thought they would socialize thisomeone from another ethnic group (70% at edium-
selectivity universities and 76% at dl private universities, compared to Adel phiO$56%),
participatein studentgroupsor clubs (57% a medium-selectivity universitiesand 63% at all
private universities, compared to AdelphiOs ¥ &% satisfied witlthis college(58%at
medium-sel ectivity universities and 66% at all private universities, copared to AdelphiOs
45%), participatein volunteeror communityservice (37% at medium-sel ectivity universities
and 41% at all private universities, compared to AdelphiO26%),communicateegularlywith
professors (43% at medium-selectivity universities and45%atall private universities,
conpared to AdelphiOs 35%), and study ab(B&eh at nedium-selectivity institutions and
43% at all private institutionspmpared to Adel phi@ 25%).

Financial Aid - Sources and Concerns

Concern: Mostnewfreshnenenrollingat privateinstitutionsacrosghe nationexpressed
concernregardingheir ability to financether collegeeducation.The proportionof Adelphi
freshnmen with this concern was, however, sigrantly higherthanat the conparisongroups.
While 62 percent of freshmen at all private universitiesand68 percentat medium-selectivity
institutions expressed GomeQor Omajor@nancialconcernsy2 percent of Adelphi freshen
expressedheseconcerns.At the opposite extreme, 28 percent of freshmen at Adelphi had

no concerngegardingfinances conparedto 32 percent of freshmen a medium-sel ectivity
universitiesand38 percentof freshmenat all private universities.

Aid Sources: Three-quarters of Adelphi respondentarpled to fund their college expenses
atleastpartially throughfamily resourcesascomparedo 85 percenwof freshnenat
medium-selectivity universitiesand88 perceniatall private universities. In addition,that
reliance involved substantially greatersuns of moneyamong AdelphiOs peers. Only 36



percentof Adelphifreshnen,for example gxpected $10,000 or ane in financial assistance
from their families for their first year of college in contrast with 50 percent of freshmen at
medium-selectivity universities and 63 percenof freshnenatall private universities.

VI. Students’ Abilities and Traits

I Self-rating of Abilities: For the most part, freshmen entering Adelphiin 2006heldviews of
themselves very similar to those of Adelphi students fromprevious years. More than half of
Adelphi freshmen rated themselves as above averageor in the highest10 percentf their
high school classin regard to overall academic ability, creativity, leadrship ability, self-
understanding, eational healthand physical health. Two-thirds oione of 2006 freshien
also rated themselves highly in cooperativeness, drive to achieve, and understanding of
others.

CIRP participants from medium-selectivity and all privateuniversitiestendedo rank
themselves more highly than Adelphi freshmen. Peers ranked themselves much higher in
overall academic ability (78% at medium-selectivity universities and 87% at all private
universitiescomparedto 59% at Adelphi), mathematical ability (46% at medium-selectivity
universitiesand60%at all private universities, compared to 34% at Adelphi), andintellectual
self-confidence (64% at medium-sel ectivity universitiesand69%atall private universities,
compared to 49% at Adelphi). Freshmen a medium-selectivity and dl private universities
were also distinctly more likely to rank themselves nore highly in leadership ability (65%
and69%,versusb6%at Adelphi) anddrive to achieve(80% and84%, versus/3%at
Adelphi).

VIl. Activities During Last Year of High School
Activities Prior to College: AdelphiOs 2006 freskam entrants reported silar activities
during the last year of hightsgol as prior cohorts. The gningjor changesn thelast
fifteen years were increases in studentsO ipatiam in organized deomstrations (56% in
2006,conparedto 44%in 1991)andvolunteerwork (83%in 2006,comparedto 68%in
1991),andadecreasén the proportionof studentsreportingsnoking cigaretteg5%in 2006,
compared to 15% in 1991). Drinking alcohol also declined in recent years, dropping fromits
highestratesin 2001(67%for drinking wine or liquor compardto 52%in 2006;and60%
for drinking beercomparedto 46%in 2006).There was also an increase in students
performng communityserviceaspart of aclass since the question was asked in 1999 (61%
in 2006, compared to 55% in 1999). Th&Ekurvey first asked computer-related
guestionsn 1999. In thatyear,53 percenof Adelphifreshnenreportedusingtheinternet
OfrequentlyO for research or learaik, a propotion rising to 73 percentn 2006. However,
this figure is lower in 2006 than it has bestmce2001. Thisfinding is puzzling,but might
be understood as a change in studentsOtefaof OfrequentGormputerusageasthe
technology becomes increasingly common. In addition to these items, approximately two-
thirdsof the 2006cohortreportal attending a religiouservice(79%), studying with other
studentg79%),andsochlizing with a differentethnicgroup(69%).

TherewerecleardifferencesdbetweenAdelphiand its national coparison groups on saof
theitems. Proportionatelffewerfreshmenat medium-selectivity and al private universities N
participatedn organizeddenonstrations (51% and 42% respectively, compared to AdelphiOs
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56%),but more of thesepeerstutoredanothe student(61% and68% respectively, compared
to AdelphiOs 56%), studied with other stusl¢®8% and 89% respectively, cpaned to
AdelphiO§9%), andwereguestsn ateacterOsome (21% and 26% respectively, compared
to AdelphiOs 15%). In additionpre freshren in the corparison groups discussed politics
with friends and family (39% at medium-selectivity institutions and 44% at dl private
institutions, compared to AdelphiO£8%) and discussed religion (37% medium-selectivity
universities and 39% at al private universities, compared to AdelphiOs 28%). AdelphiOs
peers were also more likely to use the internet for research or homework (80% at medium-
selectivity institutions and 83% at dl private institutions, compared to Adelphi® 73%).

Hours per Week: Freshmen enrolling at Adelphi in 2006 reported a smilar amount of time
spent on acadeuos in the last year of highlseol asdid cohortssince 2001 (9-14% spend 11
hours or nore on honework). However, whig 11 percentof 2006respondentspentll or
morehoursperweekstudyingor doinghomework, the corparable figure for the 2000
Adelphi cohort was 17 percent. Adelphidéntsalsospentsignificantlyfewerhours
studying than their national peers. Ninetpertent of freshmen entering medium-selectivity
universitiesn 2006reportedspendingl1 or more hours per week studying, while 30 percent
of freshmen entering al private universities reported spending thabant of time on
academic work. Adelphi entrantsOreports of interactions with teachersitside of class
remained relatively constant as compared to pastCIRP surveyadninistrationsandwere
comparable to reports by studentsin the national coarison groups.

Theproportionof Adelphifreshnenworking over20 hoursperweekwhile in their lastyear

of high school decreased over the past decade. In 2006, the proportion of Adelphifreshnen
working those hours was the same as a medium selectivity-universities(14%), while higher
thanatall privateuniversites(8%). More distinctwerethe differing proportions of 2006
freshmen who did not work for pay while in their last year of high school. Only twenty-eight
percent of Adelphi freshem did not work fopay, conpared to 35 percent of freshmen at
medium-sel ectivity universities and 44 percenif freshnenatall private universities.

AdelphiOs 2006 entering fresimmmhort was stihtly more likely to have participated in
studentclubsor groupsthanprevious cohorts with only 23 peant reporting not participating
at all conpared to 29 percent in 2005 and 24percentin previousyears. However,
Adelphi freshmen are lessinvolved in comparison to freshien in the peergroups;23 percent
of Adelphi2006freshnen did not participatein any studentclubsor groupswhile in their
lastyearof high school,conparedto 19 percent at nedium-selectivity universities and 14
percent at al private universities.

Adelphi 2006 freshmn appeared te generallycomparableto their peers in the amount of
time spent per week on such activities as socializing, watching teleision, exercisingand
playing video gares. Adelphi freshran were, havever, dightly more inclined to spend time
partying (83% compared to 78% at mediwsekctivity universities and 75% at dl private
universities) Adelphifreshmenwerealsolesslikely to spendime volunteeringjn that27
percent of Adelphi freshen clamed to havespentnotime in this pursuit,similar to 24
percent at medium-selectivity institutionsbut higherthan20 percent at al private universities
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andpleasureeading(about77% of Adelphi freshmen spent time in this pursuit, compared to
81% at medium-selectivity institutions and 84% at all privauniversities).

VIill. Political Opinions and Beliefs

Political Views: Althoughcloseto half of Adelphirespondents 2006characterized their
political beliefs as Oindle of the road,dereweremore self-reportediberalsthan
conservatives (36% versus 16%higwas aonsistentrendoverthepastdecade.The
proportion of self-professed conservatives wigherat bothmedium-selectivity universities
and all private universities (20% and 21% esdjvely),buttheproporton of self-reported
liberals was relatively equal to that at Adelphi. Freshmen at the comparison institutions were
less likely to declare themselves as Gniddle of the roadO(42% at medium-selectivity
universitiesand38%atall privateuniversities,cormparedto AdelphiOg45%).

Political Opinions and Beliefs: Adelphi responden@political opinionshave been generally
progressivehroughoutheyearsof CIRP surveyadninistraton: Freshmersupportmoregun
control (80%), legal status for sarsex coups(71%),thatthe wealthyshouldpay more
taxes (66%), and abortion sholldlegal (63%). Theydisagreedhat racial discrimination is
no longer a problem (85%), and with prohibiting homosexuakelations(80%). The most
significant change in opinion in 2006 was a dracndecrease in the proportion of frestim
agreeing that Ofederailitary spending should bacreased@t 32 percentcomrparedto 44
percentagreeingwith this statement when it was first asked in 2002.

Adelphi freshmen reported somewhat more progressive political views asompared to their
national peers on three issugbatthewealthyshouldpay more taxes (58% agreement at
medium-sel ectivity institutions and 57% at all private universities, copared to AdelphiOs
66%), same sex couples should have legal status (64% agreement aedium-selectivity
institutionsand68%at all private universities, compared to AdelphiOF1%), and affi rmative
actionshouldbeabolished45% agreenentat medium-sel ectivity institutions and 52% at all
private universities, compared to AdelphiOs 45%).
